Our Club  meets at 8.00 pm on Mondays at Ruskin House and we run 
two types of evening: The Singers and Musicians night  occurs 
about once or twice a month and is an informal evening and an ideal 
situation for someone to perform for the first time in front of a com-
pletely sympathetic audience. The other evenings are Guest Nights  
when you will be able to hear some of the most talented singers and 
musicians from this and other countries. 
 
Singers and Musicians nights  

Do you have to sing or perform?  Not at all, audience are just as 
important as performers. Everyone is offered the chance of per-
forming but there is no compulsion.  Many who would really like to 
perform come many times before plucking up enough courage to 
óhave a goô. 
What type of music do people perform?   A wide range (vocal 
and instrumental) including traditional folk song and tunes, ballads, 
music hall, jazz, blues contemporary songs and poems. There is no 
particular restriction - anything the performer thinks that other peo-
ple would like to hear. The club does not use amplification as the 
venue is quite small. 
At my age will I feel out of place?  What ever that age is it is likely 
that there will be someone older or younger than you - so No! 

Guest Nights  
There are two sessions with an interval between. Each session be-
gins with two or three local performers who are each given a short 
óspotô for songs or instrumental pieces and these are followed by 
the main Guest performer. The evening is organised by an M.C.  
The evening ends about 10.30pm. 

There are some incredibly talented performers who are rarely heard 
of in the Media and the only chance you have of hearing them is to 
go to a Folk Club. 

Why not come along?  You will find a warm and friendly atmosphere.

Lindsay had an incredible zest  for life.  He combined the role of 
Ward Councillor for Ashburton with the added responsibility of be-
ing Cabinet Member for Health and Social Care.  Outside politics 
Lindsay was the director of a holiday and cruise company based in 
Folkestone. 
 
Born in Hertfordshire, Lindsay spent most of his youth in Hamp-
shire.  After study- ing at Lancaster 
University and H u d d e r s f i e l d 
School of Music, he worked for sev-
eral years as a freelance musician 
prior to becoming Cruise Director on 
the QE2. 
 
L i n d s a y  w a s elected to Croydon 
Council in 2006.  His charm, youth-
ful good looks and wit ty repartee 
made him an in- stant hit with the 
electorate.  Relish- ing the cut and 
thrust of politics, Lindsay was a tire-
less campaigner; he had boundless 
energy and worked hard for others. 
 
As a form of relaxation he maintained his love of all kinds of music 
and was delighted recently to see his idol Peter Gabriel in concert 
at the 02 Arena.  Lindsay was a happy family man and our thoughts 
are with his wife, Kerri Ann, and their two young children, Holly 
aged 12 and Dominic aged three, at this sad time.
